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&ldquo;If a Canadian has legal or&nbsp;other difficulties outside the country, Canadian diplomatic and consular representatives in that country can try

to help. However, if the Canadian in difficulty in another country is also a citizen of that country, Canadian officials may be entirely unable to help. That

country will be dealing with one of its own citizens and probably will not welcome &ldquo;outside interference.&rdquo; Indeed, foreign authorities will

definitely consider you as one of their citizens, especially if you choose to travel under their passport.&rdquo;
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&ldquo;A bilateral treaty between Canada and China establishes that China will recognize the Canadian citizenship of persons with Chinese ancestry

if they enter China using a Canadian passport. &rdquo;
